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3 On 3 RULES of ENGAGEMENT 

1. Other than those stated below, standard basketball rules will apply.

2. All games must commence and be completed with a minimum of two players.

3. The game will be played in 7-minute halves, with a 2-minute interval at half time.

4. Each player is allocated THREE personal fouls.

5. One referee will all control games.

6. The first named team on the score sheet will start with the ball in the first half; the opposing team will start with the ball in the second half.

7. No timeouts are allowed; the clock will not stop.

8. Substitutions are permitted in any dead ball situation. All substitutions must be made from the team bench area.

9. The team captain is the sole spokesperson for the team.

10. A field goal is worth two points; a penalty shot from the foul line is worth one point, a shot from behind the three-point line counts as a two-point field goal.

11. The 3 second rule is to be interpreted as an advantage/disadvantage call.

12. A player fouled in the act of shooting with the shot being successful, will be score the 2 points and be awarded one free throw followed by possession to the opposing team in the take back area (no re bounding situation).

13. A player fouled in the act of shooting with the shot being unsuccessful will be awarded one free throw (no rebound), after which the shooting team will keep possession of the ball from the take back area.

14. Where a player receives an unsportsmanlike foul while in the act of shooting, the basket will count if successful; one free throw is awarded after which the shooting team will receive the ball in the take back area.

15. Technical and unsportsmanlike fouls carry a two shot and possession penalty.

16. The ball will change possession after scored baskets.

17. Following the opening possession all jump balls will be determined by the direction arrow, the arrow will reset at the beginning of the second half according to possession.

18. The ball must be taken from the take back area after a successful basket; the ball can only be passed from the take back area, it cannot be shot or dribbled. Any infraction means loss of possession. Defensive players are not allowed in the take back area. There may only be 1 offensive player in this area, this player has unrestricted movement in the area.

19. The take back area is deemed ‘in court’ once the initial pass has been made.

20. The offensive team must pass the ball from the take back area within 5 seconds.

21. The referee must handle the ball after every foul.

22. On a turn over or defensive rebound, the ball must be taken behind the 3-point line to establish new offensive control. The ball handler must have both feet entirely behind the 3-point line. Defence is permitted, and play may restart from a shot, pass, or dribble.

23. Non shooting fouls, out of bounds, and violations will be taken at a point on the sideline nearest to where the infraction occurred.

24. Any player disqualified from a game may not take any further part in the tournament.

25. Any disputes or appeals must be made in writing within 10 minutes of the completion of the game.

26.      Under 9, 11 & 13’s will use the size 6 ball.  

27.      The short free throw line will be used for U/9 & 11’s.
