Timing Rules for Elimination Finals

Three minute warm-up.

Two X 18-minute halves.

Two minute at half-time interval.

Three time outs per team per GAME.

A maximum of two time-outs per team per half.

Clock stops for all whistles in the last 3 minutes of the second half.

All subs and time outs to be requested through the score bench.

Subs can be called on any foul, time out or jump ball, OR following a violation when the team requesting the sub is to receive possession of the ball from the sideline.

Time outs can be called following any whistle – and also following a field goal made against the team requesting the time out, providing the request is made before the ball has left the in bounding player’s hand.

On a pass made from out of bounds the clock will start when a player in court touches the ball.

On the last or only foul shot the clock will start when the ball is touched on the rebound – unless the shot is successful, in which case the clock will restart when the inbound pass is touched in court.  

In case of a drawn game there will be a two-minute interval followed by an extra period of three minutes, the clock will stop on all whistles.  

Teams will maintain their scoring ends and all team and individual fouls will stand.

Each team is permitted one time out in over time. 

The short free throw line will be used for all grades up to and including U/11 (the full free throw line will be used for U/13 and above)

The 3-second rule will be called as 5 seconds for all grades up to and including U/13 (3 seconds for U/15 and above)

The size 6 ball will be used for all grades up to and including U/13, with the size 7 ball used for U/15 and above
